The ALSF classifies as transitioning states countries that are only eligible for grants from
the African Development Fund (ADF) and listed as “ADF-Only Countries” by the African
Development Bank (See list here). The Lightbulb will provide a tool to help governments
in African transitioning states expand their capacity and understand their specific energy
sector needs, encourage these governments to request the ALSF’s support for specific
projects in the energy sector, and help create an enabling legal, institutional, and
commercial environment to attract energy sector investors to these transitioning states.

The third and fourth issues of the journal will feature a key article and other short articles
on specific topics drawn from broad areas such as:

I Public Private Partnerships in power transmission in Africa.
il. Integration of the Battery Energy Storage Systems.

iii. Third party energy intermediaries (inter alia, their roles, policies surrounding
these intermediaries, impact on the energy market in Africa).

iv. Aggregated renewable energy solutions.
